Text 
Include a brief background of the problem and explain the gaps in current knowledge or treatment. End with the objective of your study (the research question).

Patients and Methods [or Materials and Methods ] 
Text
· Mention the study design (eg, prospective randomized control trial or a retrospective observational study). What were the criteria for inclusion and exclusion (include a flow chart). What were the different treatment arms?
· Methods: Provide enough detail that a knowledgeable reader could repeat the study. (Detailed methods that have been published can be cited.) 
· What were the endpoints of the study?
· State which permissions were obtained to conduct the study (eg, IRB approval, signed patient consent forms). 
Statistical Analysis
Text
Mention the statistical tests performed, the software package used, and the P value considered statistically significant.

Results
Text
· Provide a result for each method mentioned. Consider starting with the main finding of the study, or follow the order established in the Methods section.
· Support results with data in tables and figures. (Supplemental tables and figures can be included with the submission. They must be cited in the text.)
· Avoid repeating data from the tables and figures in the text. Instead, interpret what the data show.
Example: Blood pressure levels at 24 hours were significantly higher in Group A (mean [SD]) than in Group B (mean [SD]) (P=.04)

Discussion
Text 
· Answer the research question. (Avoid repeating the Introduction.) 
· Discuss the important findings from the current study, with supporting data. Were there any unexpected results?
· Compare/contrast the current study with other relevant studies. (A full review of the literature is rarely needed.)

· State the answer to the research question.
· State the implications of the study and future research paths.

· Start at the top of a new page.
· Read all the articles to ensure they pertain to your points. (Avoid copy/pasting references from previously published articles if you have not read the articles.)
· If you mention “recent” studies, make sure they were done within the last 5 to 10 years.
